Good afternoon,

Work continues on the Richmond-San Rafael (RSR) Bridge Access
Improvement Project. Construction updates for the week of July 24th
are as follows:

DAYTIME

o Wednesday - Friday 5AM-2PM - Shoulder closures in the eastbound
direction of I1-580 on the RSR Bridge. This work is long-term and
will occur daily through fall 2017.

NIGHTTIME

e Monday (PM) - Saturday (AM): 9PM-5AM in Marin - Lane closures in the
eastbound and westbound directions of 1-580 from Sir Francis Drake
Boulevard to the RSR Bridge. One lane in each direction will remain
open at all times.

¢ Monday (PM) - Saturday (AM): 9PM-5AM in Richmond - Lane closures iIn
the eastbound and westbound directions of 1-580 between Castro
Street and the RSR Toll Plaza. One lane in each direction will
remain open at all times.

¢ Monday (PM) — Saturday (AM): 9PM-6AM in Marin - Closure of the
eastbound 1-580 on-ramp at Main Street (San Quentin on-ramp). Please
see Detour Map 1, below.

SPECIAL NOTICE FOR TRUCKS: STARTING JULY 20™, NO TRUCKS WILL BE
ALLOWED ON THE EASTBOUND 1-580 OFF-RAMP AT MAIN STREET (SAN QUENTIN
OFF-RAMP) . THIS RAMP WILL BE CLOSED TO TRUCK TRAFFIC FOR APPROXIMATELY
6 MONTHS. PLEASE SEE DETOUR MAP 2, BELOW. ALL TRUCKS SHALL UTILIZE
BELLAM STREET TO FRANCISCO BOULEVARD.

SPECIAL NOTICE FOR GOLDEN GATE TRANSIT RIDERS: STARTING JULY 20™, THE
GOLDEN GATE TRANSIT DISTRICT BUS STOP LOCATED ON THE MAIN STREET ON-
RAMP SERVING SAN QUENTIN VILLAGE (580 ON-RAMP AT MAIN) WILL BE
TEMPORARILY RELOCATED TO FRANCISCO BOULEVARD. THIS STOP SERVES ROUTE
40 AND 40X. THIS STOP WILL BE TEMPORARY AND LAST FOR ABOUT SIX MONTHS
AT WHICH TIME THE STOP WILL BE MOVED BACK TO THE RECONSTRUCTED MAIN

About the RSR Bridge Access Improvement Project

Over the last 50 years, the Richmond-San Rafael (RSR) Bridge has
efficiently and effectively served Bay Area travelers while seeing a
steady iIncrease in daily vehicle use iIn recent years. From 2009 to
2014, the Annual Average Daily Traffic (AADT) across the bridge
climbed from 70,000 to 80,000 representing a 14.3 percent iIncrease.
The RSR Bridge Access Improvements will ease congestion by iIncreasing
vehicle capacity on the Bridge and providing a new route for non-
motorized travelers.

The RSR Bridge Access Improvement Project is made possible by a
partnership between BATA, Caltrans, the Contra Costa County
Transportation Authority (CCTA), and the Transportation Authority of
Marin (TAM).
