RE: MTC TIP Revision No. 2023-26 – Administrative Modification 

Kien Le: 

Please be advised that MTC recently made several changes to the 2023 Federal 

Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). TIP Revision No. 2023-26 revises 21 

projects with a net increase in funding of $11.5 million across all program years. Among 

other changes, this revision: 

• Updates the funding plans of 19 regional Surface Transportation Block 

Grant/Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program 

(STP/CMAQ) funds; 

• Updates the funding plan of MTC’s Lifeline Transportation Program Group 

Listing to reflect the latest programming decisions in the Transit Capital Priorities 

(TCP) Program; and 

• Updates the funding plan of MTC’s 511 Carpool and Vanpool Programs project 

to reflect a fund source change of $2.2 million from Federal Transit 

Administration (FTA) Urbanized Area Formula Grant funds (FTA 5307) to 

CMAQ funds.  

The administrative modification is financially constrained by year and MTC relies on the 

State’s programming capacity in the amount of $1,685,000 Regional Improvement 

Program (RIP) funds. 

MTC’s 2023 TIP, as revised with Revision No. 2023-26, remains in conformity with the 

applicable State Implementation Plan (SIP) for air quality and the revision does not 

interfere with the timely implementation of the Transportation Control Measures 

contained in the SIP. 

The investments described in MTC’s 2023 TIP, as revised with TIP Revision No. 2023-

26, make progress toward achieving the performance targets set by the region in 

accordance with the applicable provisions and requirements of 23 CFR Part 450.
