Draft Mega Region Policy Priorities 
Support California’s climate goals and promote improvements to passenger and freight rail systems, greenhouse gas emissions reductions, reducing vehicle miles 
traveled, improving walking, biking and other modes of transportation and alignment of transportation investments with housing and economic development. 

 
 Policy Area Action Areas 

1 

Transportation  Passenger Rail and Freight 
o Support strategic investments to improve goods movement through the Mega Region and support agriculture 

and manufacturing.  
o Support strategic investments in passenger rail service to enhance mobility options for our residents.  
o Improve rail safety and support efforts to increase passenger rail safety through increased funding for positive 

train control and other strategies to reduce risk. 
 

 Transit 
o Seek increased state and federal transit funding.  

 
 Highway Corridors 

o Improve managed lanes coordination, especially around the gateways. 
 

 Project Delivery 
o Support strategies to speed up the delivery of transportation projects with the goal of delivering improvements 

faster and at a lower cost.  
o Support efforts to streamline the project delivery process and/or eliminate duplicative requirements.

Economic Development  Regional Economic Prosperity 
o Support strategies to attract and retain quality jobs. 
o Support economic development and opportunity through investments that support workforce training. 

 
 

3 

Housing  Housing 
o Improve access to opportunity by supporting policies aimed at increasing production of a variety of housing 

types. 
o Support strategies to speed up the delivery of housing projects with the goal of delivering housing units faster 

and at a lower cost.  
o Advocate for increased funding to produce and preserve affordable housing and associated infrastructure to 

help build complete communities. 
 

 



 Policy Area Action Areas 

4 

Long Range Planning  SB 375 Implementation and Reform 
o Align the timelines for the development of the Regional Transportation Plans and Sustainable Communities 

Strategies (RTP/SCS) to ensure coordination on forecasting assumptions, strategies, and investments to 
improve the movement of people and goods throughout the Mega Region. 

o Support legislation to increase the availability of funding at the regional level to help implement sustainable 
communities strategies, as well as policy tools to reduce single-occupancy vehicle travel, reduce burdensome 
housing plus transportation costs to households, and reduce the amount of time and distance people must 
travel for daily needs, in a manner that ensures equitable policy outcomes. 

 
 Regionalize Funding Programs 

o Provide regional allocations of housing and climate investment funding. 
o Support place-based investment funding from the state that supports investment and anti-displacement 

efforts in Disadvantaged Communities and transit-oriented developments. 
o Support new funding and planning opportunities to support electric vehicle infrastructure and programs for 

both private vehicles and public transit fleets. 
 

 Telework Programs 
o Support efforts to provide regional telework policies and support for employers and employees. 
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
